Two more wins for Bajada in Italy

Maltese international player Daniel Bajada helped his Serie B1 side ASD Fiaccola end their first round commitments on a positive note following a 5-3 victory over Tenute Zinni Casalbordino 'Il Sole' in a match played at the Istituto Tecnico Commerciale in Casalbordino on Saturday evening.
